Jesus some time ago and has 

now decided to publicly 

confess her faith. She is a 

young woman who is dedicated 

to sharing the Word, helping to 

teach in the Sunday Bible 

school, and volunteering in the 

Kingdom work.  

On August 23rd, we had the 

baptism of Isadora, a young girl 

who grew up with us, but in 

2013 she emigrated to England. 

This year she is visiting us and 

decided to be baptized with us 

– fruit of 

work done 

in the past!

Healthy Family Project 

Project Healthy Family became 

autonomous in May, counting 

on 3 Christian psychologists 

(Iolanda Melo, Diana Neves 

and Carla Tavares) in the 

promotion of healthy 

psychological and spiritual life, 

offering psychological and 

spiritual support to Christian 

families. The appointments are 

held in the Church of Christ 

building in Lisbon. In one year, 

the project has served more 

than 30 families. We have held 

conferences on healthy 

adolescence, with the target 

population being 

the parents of 

teenagers and 

adolescents. We 

started in Lisbon 

in February, and in May we 

took the conference to Braga (5 

hours from Lisbon). 

Good News Club 

Mailbox Club training is 

pioneering in Lisbon. We have 

had about 50 people in training 

to do Bible-teaching 

curriculum in churches and 

open children's classes outside 

the churches. May God bless 

this pioneer work! In 

September the leaders François 

Bushoff and Magdalena will be 

back to continue the training; 

right now they are in northern 

Portugal. We hope to travel 

with them to help continue the 

work.  

Over the years we have 

pioneered some projects like 

the ICL bazaar, conferences on 

healthy adolescence, and the 

Mailbox Club curriculum for 

children up to 13 years old. We 

thank God for the opportunities 

to launch projects that 

contribute to the growth of the 

Kingdom.
